Jews and Aryans (Hitler's distorted idea of a German "race")
may not marry each other (1935).

All Jewish property must be registered. Passports of Jews are
marked with a "J" (1938).

Polish Jews are ordered to wear armbands with yellow Star of
David (1939).

One of the main themes of the book is that war is
pointlessly destructive - Killing innocent boys and
ruining lives for little to no gain.

Hitler felt this message went against his goal of
convincing the German people that war is necessary,
and so the story was too dangerous to be shared!

Hitler also opposed the character of Scarlett because
she was independent, rebellious and feisty!
